Lisa Reed addressed the Board Members, she represented Tupper Lake Rescue Squad. They are asking the Board to increase the current budget of $2,500 to $5,000. The budget has not been adjusted since 2000 and in 21 years a lot has changed. Including but not limited to: increased salaries for drivers and on-call personal, supplies such as mask and glove prices have increased substantially because of the Covid-19 demands, operating expenses, etc. The Board will take her plea into consideration as they review the Tentative Budget this month.

Leo Sarazen wanted to put a big THANK YOU on record to Mitchell Logging for the use of their logging equipment. Also, much appreciation to Bruce Amel who volunteered his time and expertise to help clear the land for the Fire Co. 

Highway

After last month’s discussion about purchasing a new well the Highway team pulled out the old one, obtained the proper numbers off of it and ordered a new one. The new well will take about 55 days to receive.

Jay researched the numbers for a new dump/plow truck which currently stands about $204,800 for a tandem axel, and about $10k less for a single axel. Once decisions are made it will still take 12-14 months to receive the truck. The Board will review the numbers with current loans/bills and Highway Budget before make a decision.


Salt Delivery is expected at the end of September into October.

Old Business
119) As stated above, the expense for a new Plow/Dump Truck was higher than The Board had anticipated. Neil will talk to the bank this month about loans, payments, etc. Also, discussions were made about increasing The Highway Budget to reserve money for new truck, in hopes a larger down payment would help lower financing. This discussion will be revisited.
New Business
120) Supervisor Neil Pickering spoke to local Matt Sanders from Raquette Flow, who had some local concerns, which included: Lot #2 on Raquette Flow being cleared all the way to the water, people camping where they are not suppose to be camping, the number of boats in and out of the flow as well as the Lean-to, owned by the state, it is constantly left in disarray. While the Board heard and understands Mr. Sanders frustrations, they agreed these issues should be handled by the DEC.

WHEREAS, this resolution is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal Law §3-c, which expressly authorizes the Town Board to override the tax levy limit by the adoption of a resolution approved by vote of sixty percent (60%) of the Town Board, now therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Piercefield, County of St. Lawrence, is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year 2021 on behalf of the Town of Piercefield that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise proscribed in General Municipal Law §3-c, and be it further

RESOLVED, that, should a tax levy limit override be necessary, a public hearing on Proposed Local Law No. 2-2021, titled, A Local Law to Override the Tax Levy Limit Established in General Municipal Law §3-c, shall be held on the 14th day of October, 2021 at 7:30pm at the Town hall, where all interested persons shall be heard.
